® The maid or Matron of Honor walks alone

® Bridesmaids and Groom’s Men walk down aisle in pairs; or if not paired as a single. women to left; men to right

® The ring bearer walks alone followed by the flower

girl. If they are very young they may walk together.

® The bride and her father proceed with the bride on the father's right arm The bride goes to the left facing officiant
